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 Commodoreôs Comments 
 

 
 
Hereôs some good news: The dredge pile on the outer wall has fi-
nally gone to its final resting place in southwest Franklin. 
 
The not-so-good news is that the disposal bills are still rolling in 
and there were a lot more loads of material than we anticipated. 
 
The biggest cost is trucking. We could not find a site nearby that 
would take the material so we opted to send it 18 miles away. With 
diesel prices currently at $4.69 a gallon and the added time to get 
to the dump site, the trucking cost was $138 per load. 
 
We also paid a disposal fee of $40 per load. Had we sent the ma-
terial as solid waste to a landfill, it would have cost us about $335 a 
load, not including the cost of trucking. So $40 a load does not look 
that bad. 
 
But now we have a cashflow problem and we need your help. 
 
Your commodore and the board of directors still want to avoid a 
dredging assessment. A few years back, we assessed regular 
members $600 for dredging. The scope of this yearôs dredging pro-
ject was every bit as large, but we were helped by a surplus in our 
bank accounts. A good portion of that surplus came because we 
were under budget on dredging the last three years. 
 

Hereôs what you can do to help. We will be mail-
ing invoices for haulout and building fund fees 
early. We ask that you pay these fees as soon as 
you can. That way we can buy some gas and pay 
our trucking fees. 
 
You can also support the club by attending some upcoming events, 
such as Slip Shots July 18 and the Fish Festival July 19. Stop by 
the bar and have a drink, buy a pizza or whatever. Buy some gas 
and go boating. Every little bit will help.

Just as the Coho were presumably moving thru our area, we were met with torrential 
down-pours and flooding in most of Southern Wisconsin. This caused water clarity to diminish with all 
of the rain water racing into the lake from various rivers and our own Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewage 
District. It wasn't until the very end of the month that water clarity began to improve with fish catches 
improving as well.  
  
These very tough conditions didn't deter all of our Club's fisherman though. The June In-House fish-
ing contests was won by Captain Rick Schuster who managed to boat 5 fish on June 14th.
